WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:
Our Submission to Authority: In the areas of life where God 
calls us to submit to authority, pray that we will do so willingly 
as unto the Lord (Colossians 3:23). May our submission to 
these authorities be an expression of our submission to 
the Lord (Ephesians 5:20-6:9). When we are under unjust 
authorities, pray that we will have wisdom to follow the Lord 
as supreme (1 Corinthians 7:20).

Our Exercising of Authority: As we are called to exercise 
authority in different realms, pray that we will do so well. May 
we seek to be life giving, effective, and selfless. May we be 
kept safe from the temptations to use our authority for our 
own gain at the expense of others (Ephesians 5:20-6:9).

Other Gospel-Preaching Churches: Pray for other evangelical 
churches in our area. Pray they would continue to proclaim 
the excellencies of Christ and that they would remain 
committed to teach the whole counsel of God. Pray the Lord 
would continue to build his church and establish healthy local 
churches throughout Cincinnati and beyond.
