WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:
Christian Endurance: As we consider Revelation 7, pray that 
we will endure through the trials and tribulations of this life 
and enter into the joy of eternity with our savior. Ask the Lord 
to hold us fast to himself and save to the uttermost those who 
draw near to him (Heb. 7:25). As we suffer various trials, may 
we entrust ourselves to God’s mighty hand (James 1:2). 

Our Congregational Singing: Pray that we would be a church 
that delights to “sing to the LORD a new song, his praise in 
the assembly of the godly” (Psalm 149:1). Pray that we would 
sing with full hearts as an act of love toward God and toward 
one another. Pray that we would see our singing on Sundays 
as expressions of our faith and thankfulness to God and as a 
means to teach, admonish, and encourage one another (Eph. 
5:18-20).

Our Finances: Pray that God would meet our financial needs 
(Phil. 4:19), so we can continue to do faithful gospel work in 
Cincinnati and beyond. Pray that we as a church would be 
faithful to contribute to the needs of the saints (Rom. 13:12).

Chris and Lisa Phillips: Pray for Chris and Lisa and their kids 
as they spend a few weeks in Michigan, Ohio, and Kentucky. 
Pray for their work with the Great Commission Council in 
Louisville to be fruitful.

WHY DO WE DO THAT?
Confession of Sin & Prayer of Confession
God commands His people to continually confess their sins to 
Him (1 Jn. 1:9). The service leader will lead us in a moment of 
confession (often a short time of silence for self-examination 
and private confession). This may also include scripture 
reading, a responsive prayer of confession, or a corporate 
prayer of confession that the service leader will lead. We 
want to be a people who continually repent of their sins and 
experience the mercy of God! Lean into this moment.
