WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:

Our Congregational Meeting on 1/22: As the members of our 
church gather later this week for our next congregational 
meeting, pray that the work we do would honor Christ and 
grow our love for one another. Pray that the Lord would use 
the time to grow us further up into him who is the head of 
the church, Jesus Christ (Eph. 4:15). Pray that each of us would 
make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit through the 
bond of peace (Eph. 4:3). Pray that this meeting would be 
marked by humility, joy, and faith in all that the Lord is doing 
in our church. 

Our Governing Authorities: In light of the presidential 
inauguration tomorrow, pray for incoming President Trump, 
his administration, and other government leaders (1 Tim 2:1-2).
