WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:

Deep Discipleship: Pray we would increasingly see following
Jesus not as a solo endeavor, but as a team effort. Pray our
growth in Christ would be deliberate and deep. Pray that
members of Faith Church would flourish in their knowledge
of Scripture and theology so that the roots of their faith
grow deep and strong (2 Peter 3:17). Pray the Lord would

use our Sunday morning worship gathering to energize and
encourage such discipleship (Hebrews 10:24-26). Pray it would
continue throughout the week in our community groups,
discipling relationships, hospitality, Bible studies, and other
opportunities the Lord may give us to do spiritual good for
one another.

Our Sanctification: As you face trials of various kinds, pray
that you would remain steadfast and immovable in the hope
of the gospel (Romans 5:3). Pray that you would make every
effort to supplement your faith with godly virtues (2 Peter 1.5).
As you have been set free from slavery to sin, pray that you
will follow your new master Christ all the more (Romans 6).

Our Wisdom: Pray that we will grow as a church in wisdom.
May we live well under the sun (Ecclesiastes 1:3). May we live
in light of death and in light of eternity (Ecclesiastes 1.2). May
we fear God in all things (Ecclesiastes 5:7). As the sermon
series in Ecclesiastes comes to a close, pray that the book has
a lasting impact on our collective wisdom.

Our Generosity: Ask that the Lord would grow our church
in having generous hearts. May the abundance of God'’s
goodness to us overflow in giving of our time, talent, and
treasure. May we give cheerfully, not under compulsion.
May the Lord see fit to use our gifts for his good purpose of
building his kingdom (2 Corinthians 8-9).

Other Gospel-Preaching Churches: Pray for other evangelical
churches in our area. Pray they would continue to proclaim
the excellencies of Christ and that they would remain
committed to teach the whole counsel of God. Pray the Lord
would continue to build his church and establish healthy local
churches throughout Cincinnati and beyond.
