WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:

Our Elders: Pray that our elders will have great wisdom as
they seek to lead our church through this next season. Pray
they would watch their life and doctrine closely and that

they would do nothing to disqualify them from their service

(1 Tim. 3:1-7; 4:16). Pray they would shepherd the flock not

out of compulsion, but willingly; not for shameful gain, but
eagerly; not domineering over those in their charge, but being
examples to the flock (1 Pet. 5:2-3).

A Praying Church: Ask that we will always pray and not lose
heart (Luke 18:1). Ask that we may see what a tremendous
privilege it is that we are invited and encouraged to draw near
to God in prayer (Jms. 4:8). Ask that by God'’s grace we will
daily bring our praises, confessions, petitions, thanksgivings,
and intercessions. Ask that as a church, we will devote
ourselves to praying together more (Acts 1:14). Pray that the
Spirit will help us in our weaknesses and teach us how to pray
(Rom. 8:26).

Hope for the Discouraged: Pray for those who are hurting,
discouraged, depressed, lonely, and hopeless within our
church family. Pray that they would know God'’s love for
them (Eph. 3:14-19). Pray that they would sense the nearness
of God (Ps. 34:18). Pray that they would put their hope and
confidence in Christ alone (1 Pet. 1:3-6). Pray that our church
would wrap our arms around them (Rom. 12:10-15).

Our Community Groups: Pray that our CGs would continue
to be places where true biblical commmunity is practiced and
preserved. Pray for individuals within CGs to eagerly practice
the “one-anothers” of the New Testament — such as, love one
another (In. 13:34), honor one another (Rom. 12:10), build up
one another (Rom. 14:19), admonish one another (Rom. 15:14),
serve one another (Gal. 5:13), bear one another's burdens (Gal.
6:2), and forgive one another (Eph. 4.2, 32).

Our Finances: Pray that God would meet our financial needs
(Phil. 4:19) and make us faithful stewards of the finances he
has entrusted to our church. Pray that we as a church would
be faithful to contribute to the needs of the saints (Rom. 13:12)
giving cheerfully, generously, and sacrificially (1 Cor. 16:2; 2 Cor.
8:1-5,12; 9:6-7).

The mission of Faith Church is to make more and better

disciples here and around the world.
