WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:
The Men’s Retreat: Pray for the Men’s Retreat next weekend. 
Pray that the men of Faith Church will build their relationship 
deeper with one another and with the Lord. May the Word 
be taught and bring conviction of sin, embrace of the gospel, 
and lasting spiritual fruit. 

Marriages in Our Church: Pray that husbands in our 
church would live with their wives with humility and in an 
understanding way (1 Pet. 3:7). Pray that husbands would 
love their wives just as Christ loved the church and gave 
himself for her (Eph. 5:25). Pray that wives would respect their 
husbands (Ephesians 5:33) and that they would submit to 
their husbands as unto the Lord (Ephesians 5:22-23).

Our Congregational Singing: Pray we would be a church 
that delights to “sing to the LORD a new song, his praise in 
the assembly of the godly” (Ps. 149:1). Pray that we would sing 
with full hearts as an act of love toward God and one another. 
Pray we would see our singing on Sundays as expressions of 
our faith and thankfulness to God and as a means to teach, 
admonish, and encourage one another (Eph. 5:18-20).

Our Elders: Pray that our elders will have great wisdom as 
they seek to lead our church through this next season. Pray 
they would watch their life and doctrine closely and that they 
would do nothing to disqualify them from their service (1 
Tim. 3:1-7; 4:16). Pray they would shepherd the flock not out of 
compulsion, but willingly; not for shameful gain, but eagerly; 
not domineering over those in their charge, but being 
examples to the flock (1 Pet. 5:2-3).

Chris and Lisa Phillips: Pray for Chris and Lisa Phillips as they 
serve in their new church plant in East Asia. Pray for Chris as 
he bears the load of being the main preaching pastor. Pray 
for their kids to grow in wisdom and stature. Pray that many 
would be saved through the witness of their church.

WHY DO WE DO THAT?
Confession of Sin & Prayer of Confession
God commands His people to continually confess their sins to 
Him (1 John 1:9). The service leader will lead us in a moment of 
confession (often a short time of silence for self-examination 
and private confession). This may also include scripture 
reading, a responsive prayer of confession, or a corporate 
prayer of confession that the service leader will lead. We 
want to be a people who continually repent of their sins and 
experience the mercy of God! Lean into this moment.
