WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:

Fruit from the Men's Retreat: Pray for spiritual fruit from our
men'’s retreat this weekend. Pray that the men of our church
would be faithful to shepherd their families in God’s Word
(Deut 6:4-9), to pray without anger or quarrelling (1 Tim. 2:8),
and to encourage one another to put sin in their lives to death
(Heb. 3:13). Pray that our time together would foster new and
deeper relationships, and bring conviction of sin, greater joy
in the gospel, and lasting spiritual fruit.

Our Sanctification: As you face trials of various kinds, pray
that you would remain steadfast and immovable in the hope
of the gospel (Rom. 5:3). Pray that you would make every
effort to supplement your faith with godly virtues (2 Pet. 1.5).
As you have been set free from slavery to sin, pray that you
will follow your new master Christ all the more (Rom. 6).

Fruit from the Preaching of God's Word: Pray that God's
Word, as it's preached each week, will do its work of rebuking,
correcting, and training in righteousness so that we would be
“made complete, equipped for every good work” (2 Tim. 3:16-
17). Pray for our pastors, as they labor each week, to preach
faithfully, clearly, with great patience, in Christ-exalting ways,
and in accordance with sound doctrine (2 Tim. 4:1-3).

Our Children & Youth: Thank God for the children and youth
of our church! Pray we would see them as a gift from the
Lord. Pray that our children will come to Jesus and enter his
kingdom (Matt. 10:13-16). Pray their parents would be faithful
to raise them in the fear and instruction of the Lord (Eph. 6:4).
Pray for protection against the schemes of the devil and the
pressures of the world that are especially challenging to our
youth (Eph. 6:11). Pray that they will flee youthful passions and
pursue righteousness, faith, love, and peace (2 Tim. 2:22).

Other Gospel-Preaching Churches: Pray for other evangelical
churches in our area. Pray they would continue to proclaim
the excellencies of Christ and that they would remain
committed to teach the whole counsel of God. Pray the Lord
would continue to build his church and establish healthy local
churches throughout Cincinnati and beyond.

The Lord’s Supper

We take the Lord’s Supper each week to remind one another
of the Lord's death, by proclaiming it through the bread and
the cup (1 Corinthians 11:17-34).

portrays his shed blood. Recognize your great need for a
Merciful Savior. Celebrate the good news of the Cross.
