WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:
Praying Church: Ask that we will always pray and not lose 
heart (Luke 18:1). Ask that we may see what a tremendous 
privilege it is that we are invited and encouraged to draw near 
to God in prayer (James 4:8). Ask that by God’s grace we will 
daily bring our praises, confessions, petitions, thanksgivings, 
and intercessions. Ask that as a church, we will devote 
ourselves to praying together more (Acts 1:14). Pray that the 
Spirit will help us in our weaknesses and teach us how to pray 
(Romans 8:26). 

For Faith Church Parents: Pray for all the families at Faith 
Church who are raising children. Pray that each parent 
would see their children as a blessing and heritage from the 
Lord (Psalm 127). Pray that our parents would faithfully raise 
their children in the “discipline and instruction of the Lord” 
(Ephesians 6:4). Pray that the children of Faith Church would 
come to faith in Jesus.

Advent Evangelism: As our culture celebrates the Christmas 
season, pray that the message of the gospel would be ready 
on our lips. Pray that we would develop gospel-oriented 
relationships and seize opportunities to proclaim the good 
news to those around us (Acts 4:23-31). Pray for non-believers 
to come to church. Pray that we would increasingly find ways 
to weave our lives into the lives of those who need Christ.

For the Nations: Pray that all the ends of the earth will 
remember and turn to the Lord and that every family of every 
nation will worship the Lord (Psalm 22:27). Pray that every 
people, nation, and language will serve King Jesus (Daniel 
7:14). Choose one nation in particular and pray for it each day 
this week that Jesus might be glorified there and much good 
would come to the people. Rejoice and praise God that by his 
blood, Jesus has ransomed people for God from every tribe 
and language and people and nation (Revelation 5:9).

Our Homebound Members: There are members who wish 
they could join us on Sunday mornings but are unable to do 
so due to health and physical limitations. Please pray for their 
spiritual and emotional health and strength in the midst of 
their difficult challenges and for their ability to be comforted 
by God’s presence. Pray we would be intentional and faithful 
to visit with them and encourage them.
