WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:

Advent Evangelism: As our culture celebrates the Christmas
season, pray that the message of the gospel would be ready
on our lips. Pray that we would develop gospel-oriented
relationships and seize opportunities to proclaim the good
news to those around us (Acts 4:23-31). Pray for non-believers
to come to church. Pray that we would increasingly find ways
to weave our lives into the lives of those who need Christ.

Our Elders: Pray that our elders will have great wisdom as
they lead our church. Pray they would watch their life and
doctrine closely and that they would do nothing to disqualify
them from their service (1 Tim. 3:1-7; 4:16). Pray they would
shepherd the flock not out of compulsion, but willingly; not
for shameful gain, but eagerly; not domineering over those in
their charge, but being examples to the flock (1 Pet. 5:2-3).

Fruit from the Preaching of God’s Word: Pray that God'’s
Word, as it's preached each week, will do its work of rebuking,
correcting, and training in righteousness so that we would be
“made complete, equipped for every good work” (2 Tim. 3:16-
17). Pray for our pastors, as they labor each week, to preach
faithfully, clearly, with great patience, in Christ-exalting ways,
and in accordance with sound doctrine (2 Tim. 4:1-3).

Mitchell & Emily Cooper, Church plant, Middle East: They
have added 32 new members in recent months and are
rejoicing in the Lord's mercy! Pray for them to be faithful
disciplers of their new members. Pray for them as they invite
neighbors to their Christmas Eve service so that many who
would not normally attend church would be compelled to
come and hear the Gospel! They also currently have two
interns at the church working under Mitchell-- pray for these
men as they grow in their understanding of local church
ministry, of caring for others, and of teaching the Scriptures
faithfully.

Other Gospel-Preaching Churches: Pray for other evangelical
churches in our area.
