WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:

A Praying Church: Ask that we will always pray and not lose
heart (Luke 18:1). Ask that we may see what a tremendous
privilege it is that we are invited and encouraged to draw near
to God in prayer (James 4:8). Ask that by God's grace we will
daily bring our praises, confessions, petitions, thanksgivings,
and intercessions. Ask that as a church, we will devote
ourselves to praying together more (Acts 1:14). Pray that the
Spirit will help us in our weaknesses and teach us how to pray
(Rom. 8:26).

A Witnessing Church: Pray that the message of the

gospel would be ready on our lips and that we will always
be prepared to give reasons for the hope that is in us (1
Peter 3:15). Ask that many doors will open for the word and
that we will declare the mystery of Christ with clarity and
winsomeness (Colossians 3:3-4). Pray that many unbelievers
who visit our church and interact with our people will be
converted and able to say, “We no longer believe because of
what you said, since we have heard for ourselves and know
that this really is the Savior of the world” (John 4:42).

Our Congregational Singing: Pray we would be a church
that delights to “sing to the LORD a new song, his praise in
the assembly of the godly” (Ps. 149:1). Pray that we would sing
with full hearts as an act of love toward God and one another.
Pray we would see our singing on Sundays as expressions of
our faith and thankfulness to God and as a means to teach,
admonish, and encourage one another (Eph. 5:18-20).

Our Staff: Pray for the faithful men and women who serve on
staff at Faith Church. Thank God for their gospel partnership
and willingness to lead, serve behind-the-scenes to support
our church, minister God’s Word, and shepherd the flock
(Phil. 1:3-5). Pray for them to be encouraged and find joy in
their work. Pray that they will serve in the strength that God
supplies and that in everything they do God will be glorified
through Jesus Christ (1 Pet. 4:11).

Other Gospel-Preaching Churches: Pray for other evangelical
churches in our area. Pray they would continue to proclaim
the excellencies of Christ and that they would remain
committed to teach the whole counsel of God. Pray the Lord
would continue to build his church and establish healthy local
churches throughout Cincinnati and beyond.
