WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:

The Suffering: Pray for those who are experiencing a wide 
range of suffering among us. Pray for those with prolonged 
and chronic sickness. Pray for those who are fainthearted 
and tempted to despair. Pray for infertile couples in the 
congregation who are discouraged. Pray for those who 
have suffered miscarriages. Pray for those dealing with the 
grief that lingers from the death of a spouse, child, or family 
member. Pray for parents of wayward adult children.

For the Nations: Pray that all the ends of the earth will 
remember and turn to the Lord and that every family of every 
nation will worship the Lord (Ps. 22:27). Pray that every people, 
nation, and language will serve King Jesus (Dan. 7:14). Choose 
one nation in particular and pray for it each day this week 
that Jesus might be glorified there and much good would 
come to the people. Rejoice and praise God that by his blood, 
Jesus has ransomed people for God from every tribe and 
language and people and nation (Rev. 5:9).

Our Love and Discernment: Pray that Faith Church will 
grow abundantly in love for the Lord and for one another 
(Mark 12:30-31). May we put the interests of others above our 
own interests (Philippians 2:4) and in doing so may we be 
increasingly like Jesus (Philippians 2:5). In addition to this, 
may our discernment grow all the more (Philippians 2:9). May 
we approve what is excellent and so be pure and blameless 
for the day of Christ (Philippians 2:10).

Our Community Groups: Pray that our CGs would continue 
to be places where true biblical community is practiced and 
preserved. Pray for individuals within CGs to eagerly practice 
the “one-anothers” of the New Testament – such as, love one 
another (Jn. 13:34), honor one another (Rom. 12:10), build up 
one another (Rom.

May the abundance of God’s 
goodness to us overflow in giving of our time, talent, and 
treasure. May we give cheerfully, not under compulsion. 
May the Lord see fit to use our gifts for his good purpose of 
building his kingdom (2 Corinthians 8-9)
