WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:

Conversions: Pray by name for unbelievers in your life. Pray 
for God to miraculously give new and eternal life to particular 
unbelievers who are connected to our members as we 
welcome them to church and in our homes (John 3:1-15). Pray 
that our unbelieving friends, neighbors, co-workers, and loved 
ones would hear the gospel and receive it with faith and 
repentance (Mark 1:14-15). Pray that we would be bold in our 
evangelism and intentional in our invitations to church (Acts 
4:23-31).

Marriages in Our Church: Pray that husbands in our 
church would live with their wives with humility and in an 
understanding way (1 Pet. 3:7). Pray that husbands would 
love their wives just as Christ loved the church and gave 
himself for her (Eph. 5:25). Pray that wives would respect their 
husbands (Ephesians 5:33) and that they would submit to 
their husbands as unto the Lord (Ephesians 5:22-23).

For Faith Church Parents: Pray for all the families at Faith 
Church who are raising children. Pray that each parent 
would see their children as a blessing and heritage from the 
Lord (Psalm 127). Pray that our parents would faithfully raise
