WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:

Unity in Diversity: Pray for our church to continue in a spirit 
of love and unity (Romans 12:3-8). May we grow in diversity 
across many different cultural dividing lines. Pray that the 
unifying power of the gospel would be the thing that binds 
us together especially as we go through this time of transition 
in our church (John 17:20-26).

Fruit from the Preaching of God’s Word: Pray that God’s 
Word, as it’s preached each week, will do its work of rebuking, 
correcting, and training in righteousness so that we would be 
“made complete, equipped for every good work” (2 Tim. 3:16-
17). Pray for our pastors, as they labor each week, to preach 
faithfully, clearly, with great patience, in Christ-exalting ways, 
and in accordance with sound doctrine (2 Tim.
