WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:
Fruit from the Women’s Retreat: Pray for spiritual fruit from 
our women’s retreat this weekend. Pray that the women 
of our church would delight themselves in the privilege of 
belonging to Christ and being members of his body.
