WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:

A Loving Church: Pray that we will love the Lord our God with all
our hearts, all our souls, all our minds, and all our strength. And
that we will love our neighbor as ourselves (Mark 12:30-31). Ask
that as a church we will put on that love which binds everything
together in perfect harmony (Colossians 3:14). Pray that our love
will naturally lead to a fulfillment of the law (Romans 13:9-10)
and that we will love one another earnestly from a pure heart

(1 Peter 1:22) that by this all men may know that we are Christ's
disciples (John 13:35).
