WAYS TO PRAY THIS WEEK:

A Praying Church: Ask that we will always pray and not lose
heart (Luke 18:1). Ask that we may see what a tremendous
privilege it is that we are invited and encouraged to draw near
to God in prayer (James 4:8). Ask that by God's grace we will
daily bring our praises, confessions, petitions, thanksgivings,
and intercessions. Ask that as a church, we will devote
ourselves to praying together more (Acts 1:14). Pray that the
Spirit will help us in our weaknesses and teach us how to pray
(Romans 8:26).

A Witnessing Church: Pray that the message of the

gospel would be ready on our lips and that we will always
be prepared to give reasons for the hope that is in us (1
Peter 3:15). Ask that many doors will open for the word and
that we will declare the mystery of Christ with clarity and
winsomeness (Colossians 3:3-4). Pray that many unbelievers
who visit our church and interact with our people will be
converted and able to say, “We no longer believe because of
what you said, since we have heard for ourselves and know
that this really is the Savior of the world” (John 4:42).

Men and Women's Bible Studies: Pray for the many Bible
studies happening within Faith Church. Pray that our men
and women receive abundant encouragement from God'’s
Word (Romans 15:4). Pray that God would make each of us
mature and equipped for every God work he has planned for
us (2 Timothy 3:17).

Unity in Diversity: Pray for our church to continue in a spirit
of love and unity (Romans 12:3-8). May we grow in diversity
across many different cultural dividing lines. Pray that the
unifying power of the gospel would be the thing that binds us
together (John 17:20-26). May our gospel unity be a powerful
witness to the truth of Jesus’ love.
